Student perceptions of the campus speech environment are middling 
across the board with no areas standing out or particularly dragging 
them down. 

UIUC could improve by revising its written speech policies to earn a 
“green light” Spotlight rating, adopting a free speech statement based 
on the Chicago Statement, and adopting an official commitment to 
institutional neutrality.
